If this reading record is lost, there will be a
charge of £1 for a new one. Similarly, if your child loses a school reading book, there
will be a fee of £5.

Now your child is in Year 6, we do allow them to walk home alone. If you decide to let
your child go home, unaccompanied by an adulf, you must inform a member of staff
or send in a short nofe to give your permission.
