Children will need to bring their P.E. kit on Thursday (indoors) and Friday (Outdoors). Please ensure 

your child has appropriate kit for outdoor lessons, especially when the weather becomes colder.

From Monday 15th 

September children will bring home one book of their choice selected from the reading area and 

a phonics book which matches their reading level; please ensure they practise reading 

independently. We ask that you support your child’s progress by reading regularly with them and 

completing the reading record when they have read to you. The book will only be changed 

when you have done so.
