Dear Parents/ Carers, 
 
Welcome to the new term. We hope you had a very restful Christmas and wish you all a Happy New 
Year. Thank you so much  for all your  cards and gifts. Thank you also for all your support throughout 
last term and hope this will continue this term. 
 
This term our themes will be How Can I Change My World? and Superheroes .  The letter detailing 
our theme and activities for this term is printed overleaf. Our theme will cover English, Geography, 
History, Music, PSHE, ICT and Art and will link to our texts. 
 
Maths work will follow the White Rose program of study. This term will include addition and 
subtraction within 20, word problems involving addition and subtraction and place value involving 2 
digit numbers. 
 
R.E. Science and P.E. topics are outlined below:

R.E. – Judaism, Parables and Easter Symbols 
P.E. – Gymnastics and Ball and Bat Skills 
 
Please make sure your child brings their P.E. kits on Monday. They will take it home every Friday.  
Please ensure your child has appropriate kit for outdoor lessons, especially when the weather 
becomes colder.  Shorts and T-shirts should always be worn for indoor P.E. Please make sure your 

child’s clothes are all labelled. The children are responsible for all their own clothes.   

 
Homework menus will be sent home in your child’s homework book. The homework menu will 
consist of activities related to our current theme and will cover different areas of the curriculum. 
Please send the homework in as they complete each task.  Spelling tests will be carried out on 
Mondays. The spellings have already been given to you and cover the whole year. The dates relate to 
when the spelling test will take place. 
 
Reading takes place daily in the classroom and books are changed regularly. We ask that you support 
your child’s progress by reading regularly with them and completing the reading record when they 
have read to you. The book will only be changed when you have done so. 
 
Joining us in class this half term, is Ms Augustus. She is a student teacher with Middlesex University 
and is looking forward to working with the children in Hargreaves class.
