Geography
Curriculum Intent:

In Geography, our intent is to encourage our students to think like geographers. The curriculum enables learners to be confident, understand and ask important questions about the world around them and
challenge current environmental issues and ideas by: understanding the differences between the natural world and the impact humans have had on both location and place across a range of scales.
Throughout Early Years and Key stage one, our pupils are able to explore early map skills both in our local area and expanding to the United Kingdom, to understand road safety within our community, to
begin to understand sustainability and how we as people can support our communities to be more eco-friendly and begin to make comparisons between continents. In Lower Key Stage 2, our pupils explore
physical geography with more intention, focusing on the effects of natural disasters, various eco-systems and their impact on local communities, including the wildlife. As our pupils move through Upper Key
Stage 2, our students are welcomed to explore and challenge political views of climate change, explore activism and have the opportunities to voice their opinions on the migration of people and the effects
of climate change. We seek to teach students on a locational basis throughout Key Stage three and shifting focus from human to physical and environmental geography on a half-termly basis in order to
excite and ignite curiosity in students as they progress to Key Stage four. Key geographical skills and fieldwork are incorporated in to the curriculum in order to develop pupil’s interest and understanding of
the subject throughout all years of education. Students also consider their own personal geographies and sense of place and how this is interconnected with the wider world and issues in contemporary
media.

Spirituality Statement:

Through Geography, students are invited to reflect on the beauty and complexity of the natural world and consider the impact of human activity on creation. We encourage learners to ask profound
questions about sustainability, justice, and stewardship, helping them to see their responsibility as caretakers of the Earth. This aligns with our belief that spirituality involves finding meaning and purpose,
appreciating beauty, and seeking connection with something greater than ourselves.

Spiritual opportunities within Geography include:

e  Early Years & KS1: Experiencing wonder in local environments, exploring maps, and understanding community care through eco-friendly practices.

Lower KS2: Reflecting on the power of natural forces and their impact on communities, fostering empathy for those affected by disasters.

Upper KS2: Engaging with ethical debates on climate change and migration, encouraging students to voice opinions and consider global responsibility.

KS3 & KS4: Deepening understanding of human and physical geography, exploring activism and environmental ethics, and reflecting on personal geographies and identity within God’s creation
