Welcome to Year One and the new term. We hope you had a very enjoyable Summer break. Your 
child is now in Year 1 Equiano Class and will be taught by  Mrs. Kristensen and Miss  Ogunbunmi 
Monday to Wednesday and Mrs. Nicholson-Jones  and Ms  Ogunbunmi Thursday and Friday.

Please make sure your child’s clothes are all labelled. The children are responsible for all

Spellings will be practised in class for the first three weeks using the spelllings from the  
booklet, which has being sent home today with your child. After that spellings must be 
learned at home to be tested in class. 
 

Reading  will take place daily in the classroom and books will be changed weekly. Your child 
will be given their book on a specific day and they will need to return it  the following week. 
Please make sure you put the reading book and record in the plastic wallet provided. We ask 
that you support your child’s progress by reading regularly with them and completing the 
reading record when they have read to you.
