Reading is an important part of your child’s learning. Children should read for at least 20 minutes each evening and make 
a minimum of three entries in their reading log each week. We encourage you to listen to your child read three times a 
week and sign their reading journal, as this will support their progress, especially in preparation for the SATs. 

Spelling tests will be completed on Fridays.   
 
PE is on Tuesday afternoon (outdoor) and Wednesday afternoon (indoor) in Einstein and in Walker class is on Wednesday 
afternoon (outdoor) and Friday afternoon (indoor). Please ensure your child comes to school wearing the  appropriate kit 
for indoor and outdoor lessons and all items are labelled.
